Sergey Anatolyevich Obolonik serves as Minis-
ter of Economic Development and Deputy Prime
Minister of the unrecognized, but de facto inde-
pendent, “Pridnestrovian Moldavian Republic”
established almost thirty years, in the wake of the
dissolution of the USSR, in the east of the former
Moldavian Soviet Socialist Republic. He is also a
lecturer at the Pridnestrovian Shevchenko State
University in Tiraspol. Mr. Obolonik received his
academic education at the National Aerospace
University “Nikolay Zhukovsky Kharkiv Aviation
Institute” in Kharkiv with a specialization in the
field of “Economy and Management of Aero-
space Enterprises”. Prior to his appointment as
Minister of Economic Development and Deputy
Prime Minister in 2016, Sergey Obolonik worked
for fifteen years for the large and Tiraspol-based
textile company Tirotex in various different capa-
cities, including the positions of Chief Financial
Officer and First Deputy Director-General.

INTERNATIONAL TRADE
AND INVESTMENT RELATIONS
OF PRIDNESTROVIE

The international economic system, although
largely dominated with regard to its territorial
actors by recognized countries, also includes
non-recognized or only partially recognized au-
tonomous territorial entities. These actors are
also referred to as, among others, state-like
entities, quasi-states or stabilized de facto re-
gimes. Respective well-known examples are the
“Republic of China” (frequently referred to as
Taiwan) and the “Turkish Republic of Northern
Cyprus”. An until now lesser known example
is the equally unrecognized, but de facto inde-
pendent, “Pridnestrovian Moldavian Republic”
(more commonly referred to as Transnistria or
Pridnestrovie) established in the beginning of
the 1990s, following the dissolution of the USSR,
in the east of the former Moldavian Soviet Social-
ist Republic.

Although often considered from a political and
legal perspective more as an anomality in an in-
ternational system comprising mostly of recog-
nized states, these quasi-states are frequently
rather normal political communities, in particu-
lar as far as economic aspects are concerned. This
also includes an often strong interest in estab-
lishing and intensifying international trade and
investment relations, preferably on the more
stable and secure basis of transnational norma-
tive regulations in the realm of global trade and
investment law.

Against this background and taking the case
of Pridnestrovie as an example, the presenta-
tion will identify and discuss the challenges
and chances of this territorial actor in its efforts
aimed at a closer economic and legal integration
into the world economy.
